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Mount Vernon Estate

The historic Mount Vernon Estate in Virginia is the private residence and grounds of the first President of the United States, George Washington.  Built in the late 1700s, Mount Vernon Estate sits on over forty-five acres of land overlooking the Potomac River. On the Saturday visit, you will have the opportunity to tour the Mansion, walk through the green gardens and farm site, and visit the newly completed Ford Orientation Center and Reynolds Museum and Visitors Center.    

George Washington’s Distillery and Gristmill
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After exploring Mount Vernon, we will tour George Washington’s Distillery and Gristmill located three miles south of the Estate.  Not only was Washington a General in the Army and President of the U.S. but he was also a skilled distiller of whiskey.  Washington’s gristmill opened in 1771 and the distillery opened in 1797.  Two years later in 1799, Washington’s distillery produced 11,000 gallons of whiskey, making it the largest distillery in the U.S. at the time.
